Finishes applied to wood:
Staining – used to enhance the grain and ensure even colour match

Oil – brings out natural appearance/if re-applied develops water resistance

Wax Polish – traditional finish/as with oil brings out natural matt finish

French polish – originally the most important finish for interior woodwork

Synthetic Resins – gives a much tougher surface heat, water and spirit proof and capable of with standing knocks

Paint – Provides protective colouring
