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You will have received a booklet with ideas for raising funds to help you on your Earthwatch Expedition but remember that there are ways to approach people who you individually might want to ask for financial support.
You should write to the person you wish to ask to support you financially. (Not email in first instance). You might follow this up with a telephone call later and ask them if they need more details about your request.
In the letter you need to pass on the ‘spark’ of your reasons for wanting to study with the scientists on the Earthwatch expedition, to those, you hope, will be willing to help you. Give them an overview of the expedition and ask them if and how they might help you reach your target fund.
· You must lay out the programme and give full details of the reasons for you wanting to take part
· You need some passion and to show that you are going to benefit educationally and personally in taking part on this expedition.
· Send them a budget of costs and have realistic figures you can ask individuals to give you for the expedition.

Check list of what to tell people you want to support you:
· Cover letter from you
· Expedition outline
· Your goals, objectives and evaluation of why you would benefit
· Budget
· Who will be leading expedition, staffing, 
· When the money will be required to pay Earthwatch.

You might first research what you think the right approach to the person you are asking is. (Parents can often help you here if they know the person or if they are relatives)
Some funders like letters, others want more formal proposals, still others like you to visit and explain it all to them.
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
