Day Trip to Boulogne – Friday 12th June 2015
Here are the final details for the day trip to Boulogne on Friday 12th June 2015.  We will have about 7 hours in Boulogne and during this time we will visit the old town of Boulogne, and the hypermarket, in small groups.  There will be some times during the day when pupils will be allowed to explore their immediate surroundings without direct adult supervision.  Pupils have tasks to complete throughout the day so will need to bring a pen.  

· Please can you make sure that you have handed in the final payment (or Full payment) for the trip.  If you haven’t then this needs to be paid now.  Please also make sure you have handed in your child’s EHIC card.
· Pupils should arrive at 5.15am in the main hall and be picked at around 10.30pm.  Please do not park in the bus bays.

· Your child will need pocket money in Euros.  You can order Euros commission free from Wallingford Post Office.  Please allow plenty of time to order and collect them.  We would suggest approximately £10.00 - £15.00 as a guide.

· Pupils should wear sensible shoes and bring sun cream and a waterproof jacket.  (We will let pupils know about the weather forecast closer to the time).  They do not need to wear school uniform.

· Pupils should bring enough food and drink for the whole day.  No cans or chewing gum please.  Pupils who normally have free school lunch will be provided with 1 packed lunch.  Please bring plenty of water.

· Pupils should take and bring tablets if they suffer from travel sickness.  Pupils should hand in any other medication they need to take on the trip.

· Pupils may bring cameras, mp3 players, mobile phones and other electronic devices but these items are not covered under the school insurance.  Please be very careful with valuable items and label them.

· The following items must not be purchased or brought home to the UK – bangers, knives, alcohol, cigarettes (fake or real) & lighters, flick combs, bb guns, laser pens, inappropriate or offensive items.  Under no circumstances should any pupil purchase the above items in France.  It is illegal to bring some of these items into the UK.  Any pupil caught doing so will jeopardise their chance of going on any further school trips at Wallingford School.

Pupils will be included on a group passport, unless the office has contacted you personally to say otherwise.  We are organising insurance for all going on the trip but all pupils must also supply us with a European Health card.  Should you have any further queries please contact Mrs Audemard.  We look forward to seeing you nice and early on Friday 12th June 2015.
