VOLUNTARY OR THIRD SECTOR SERVICES
Voluntary services are sometimes called third sector because they pick up work that is not done by the public or private sector. They support the emergency services, the social services and the health services.
The government has limited money and so cannot do everything it would like. Volunteer services step in to fill the gap and enable support to be given to individuals and families in need who might not receive help otherwise. They rely largely on public donations and the work of unpaid volunteers.
