Activity -Rising Health Costs
Consider the following information:
· Smoking-related illness costs the NHS more than £5billion per year, with arouind 18% of deaths each year attributed to smoking.
· In 2012, a survey found that 26% of adults in the UK were obese. Diseases caused by poor diet and sedentary lifestyles cost the NHS more than £6billion a year.
· There are around 1 million admissions to hospitals each year as a result of alcohol, costing an estimated £2.7billion each year.
· With good public health campaigns, the NHS could save approximately £12.7billion each year on preventable lifestyle-related health problems such as those listed above.
