3. Systemic Failures: Combined mentions of NHS, blunders, cost-cutting, and related terms reflecting failures in mental health care systems.
4. Violence/Attack: Grouped all terms describing the violent incident, including "stabbed," "dangerous," and "attack."
5. Emotional Framing: Consolidated terms describing emotional or moral reactions, such as "tragic," "sympathies," "evil," and "courageous."

Observations
· Daily Mail consistently emphasizes systemic failures and emotional framing more heavily than The Guardian.
· Both articles give significant weight to violence and care-related terms, reflecting the importance of these themes in the narrative.
· The Guardian focuses less on emotional language and systemic blame, favouring a more clinical approach.
